
 2010 Report.
 We planned to commence litter picking on the 24 February but due to snow and ice, this was postponed for a week when despite cold temperatures, we had glorious sunshine! Three weeks later, we were able to hold our litter pick on the planned date, the last Thursday of the month and this continued right through the year until 25 November.

 Numbers attending have varied as most volunteers are busy people with other commitments, but on average about 12- 15 have worked conscientiously for 1-2 hours. (In the list of volunteers, I have over
 forty names of people who may help very regularly or just occasionally, but all help is greatly appreciated.) By courtesy of the management of PFT, we have been allowed to use the car park as our
 meeting point and afterwards we have been able to use their facilities and enjoy refreshment too.

 Additionally, in July, some of the litter team helped in leading the three groups of 'People to People' students (about 30 -35 per group) from the USA who generously gave of their time and energies to
 'Community Service' litter picking. Like 2009, I was again impressed at these pleasant and polite ambassadors for their country.

 Also, some of our team went the extra mile litter picking early in the morning on the two judging days in August.

 Our Litter Support Planning Team was held bi-monthly to review and plan, in the Acarsaid Hotel. As interested parties meeting up with Councillor Kate Howie, we have been encouraged that Gary Leck from the High School has become involved and has managed to get pupils litter picking!

 Through the application made by Sally Spaven, Chair of Pitlochry in Bloom, to the Co-operative Community Fund, we were given a grant. This was used to buy our own supply of litter pickers
 (including an extending set for the stream), gloves, gardening 'pop- up' bags (to prevent black plastic bags tearing) and hi vizability tabards with our newly adopted name, "Pitlochry Litter Action Group". Since sometimes we do have youngsters attending with parents or grandparents, we have five junior tabards for these "Litter Terminators".

 Special mention should be made of Alistair Dickson who willingly drives his car and trailer round at the end of an event  so that we can uplift the bags of rubbish from the planned uplift points.
 Although PKC will uplift, it is a huge bonus having the flexibilty of someone in our own team doing so. I am grateful also to Robbie Scott who has also stepped in at times.

 Our targeted areas have been mainly in the town, within the 30 mph boundaries, but increasingly we feel obliged to reach out beyond as the litter on the verges leading into our beautiful town is such an
 eyesore.

 Lastly, we tried to encourage townspeople to borrow long-term a litter-picker and adopt an area or street so that continually the town will be tidied and will look cared for and beautiful.
